A.
The Arrangements Committee shall make the necessary arrangements for the Annual and other meetings of the Section.  The Committee shall be appointed annually by the President and its term of office shall expire after the Annual Meeting. This Committee shall be composed of at least six active or senior members, four of whom shall be the President, President Elect, Immediate Past President, and the Secretary.
In recent years this Committee has generally consisted of one member of the Section and their spouse who recommend venues, tours, etc. for social components of the Annual Meeting program and work with NEAUA administrative staff to arrange such functions.  By not stipulating the number of Committee members, the President can determine the number and make up of the Committee as he/she feel necessary.
E.
The Nominating Committee shall consist of the Immediate Past President,
 who shall be Chairman, and two active or senior members in good standing.  The two members shall be appointed annually by the President not later than sixty days following the Annual Meeting.

Members of the Nominating Committee are not eligible for nomination by the Committee, but members of the Committee may be nominated from the floor during the Annual Business Meeting.


Decisions of the Nominating Committee must be unanimous.  If unanimity cannot be achieved, the Board of Directors assumes the authority to make a nomination to the membership.

If a member of the Nominating Committee wishes the endorsement of the Committee for an available position, he/she must resign from the Committee at least 60 days prior to the Annual Business Meeting.  The Secretary will fill the vacancy on the Nominating Committee until the available position is filled, at which time the member will be reappointed.  The President shall appoint a member to fill the vacancy on the Nominating Committee.
The rational behind this amendment is that members of the Nominating Committee in the past have wanted to run for Officer and AUA positions, thus requiring them to step down from the Nominating Committee during the election process.  The Secretary is an ex-officio member of the Committee and is able to fill the vacant slot on the Committee and become a voting member.  After the election, the member will then be reappointed to the Committee to allow completion of their term.   In the past, it has been the Secretary who has been appointed to the position.  
1.
The Nominating Committee shall present a report for the approval of the Board of Directors at its annual meeting.  It shall also present to the membership at its annual business meeting a slate of nominees of Active or Senior members in good standing, for each of the following offices:

President Elect (to serve one year)

Secretary (to serve one year, but recommended to serve five consecutive years)

Secretary-Elect (in the year preceding the end of the term of the Secretary)
Treasurer (to serve one year, but recommended to serve five consecutive years)

Treasurer-Elect (in the year preceding the end of the term of the Treasurer)
Historian (to serve one year – renewed annually or until a successor has been elected)

A representative of the Section and an alternate to the Nominating Committee of the American Urological Association, Inc. (to serve a two year term and shall be eligible for re-election for one additional two-year term.)

2.
In the even-numbered years at the Annual Meeting, the Nominating Committee shall also present for nomination as specified in Article IV Section 1 E.5: A representative of the Section and an alternate to the Board of Directors of the AUA Education and Research, Inc. (to serve for a two-year term, eligible for re-election for one additional two-year term.)
A representative from Eastern Massachusetts, New Hampshire and Rhode Island to serve on the Section’s Board of Directors (for a two-year term).

3.
On odd-years at the Annual Meeting, the Nominating Committee shall also present for nomination:

A representative from Connecticut, Maine, Western Massachusetts and from Vermont to serve on the Section’s Board of Directors (for a two-year term).

Representatives from the seven districts of the Section will be nominated in the rotation outlined in subsections 2 and 3.  District representatives may serve two terms for a total of four years as District representative subject to approval of the Nominating Committee and a vote of the Board of Directors.

4.
At the request of the Editor of the Journal of Urology, the Nominating Committee will present the names of three (3) candidates based on a needed area of expertise to be defined by the Editor of the Journal of Urology.   The Editor shall then select the representative for a four (4) year term.
5.
During a designated year, pre-determined by the American Urological Association, Inc., the Nominating Committee will supervise the process of nominating a representative of the Section to serve as the President, Representative to the Board of Directors, or other Officer of the AUA.

i.
Nominations must be made, in writing, to the Chairman of the Nominating Committee of the Section prior to the winter meeting of the Board of Directors immediately preceding the Annual Meeting of the Section at which the nomination must be made to the AUA.  Nominations must be submitted with a single typewritten page profile of the nominee’s qualifications and reasons for desiring the nomination to be an Officer of the AUA.  No nominations will be accepted after the winter meeting of the Board of Directors.

ii.
Nominations will be presented to the Board of Directors by the Nominating Committee at the winter meeting.  Nominees must be Active or Senior members in good standing, have been a member of the Section for a minimum of 10 years, and provided significant contributions to the Section.

iii.
If two members are certified, the Nominating Committee shall mail  send the nominees’ profiles and a ballot to each voting member of the Section no later than 60 days prior to the designated Annual Business Meeting.  To be counted, ballots will need to be received by the Nominating Committee two weeks prior to the opening of the designated Annual Meeting.  The Secretary members of the nominating Committee will certify the results.  The Chairman of the Nominating Committee will announce the winner, and the vote tally, at the Annual Business Meeting.

iv.
If more than two members are certified, the Nominating Committee will send mail the profile of each nominee along with a ballot to the voting members of the Section within 30 days of the winter meeting of the Board of Directors.  Ballots will be accepted for 30 days after which the election will be closed.  The Secretary Nominating Committee will oversee the tally of the ballots.  The two nominees with the greatest number of votes will then be resubmitted to the voting members of the Section as outlined in 5. c. iii. Vote tallies of this run off election will also be announced at the Annual Business Meeting.  If a nominee should receive greater than 67% (super majority) of the votes cast in this initial round of voting, a second round of voting shall not be necessary and winner will be declared the Section’s nominee for the AUA Office.

The amendments above reflect the manner in which such elections have been conducted in the past.  The Secretary is an ex-officio member of the Nominating Committee.

v.
Every nominee for representative of the Section on a committee of the American Urological Association, Inc. or the AUA Research and Education, Inc. must be an Active or Senior member in good standing of the American Urological Association, Inc. and in residence within the geographical limits of the Section.

vi.
The term of office of the Nominating Committee of the Section shall terminate after the Annual Meeting.
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
